Each participant can submit a maximum of 3 photographs.
Photographs must be original and taken within Jammu City only within this year(2025).
Both coloured and black-and-white entries are allowed.

Basic post-processing (exposure, contrast, cropping) is allowed. Heavy digital
manipulation is not permitted.

The work should be original work of the participant, Al generated Images will not be
accepted.

Copyright remains with photographer; organizers may use images (with credit) for
exhibition, documentation and promotional purposes.

The committee will decide the final winners on the parameters listed.

Format: JPEG/PNG
Resolution: Minimum 300 dpi, at least 2000 pixels on the longer side
File Size: Not exceeding 15 MB per photo.

No watermark, logo or signature on the uploaded image.
